Disability Access Services (DAS)
Intake and Registration Policy and Procedure
The Disability Access Services office assists students with a documented disability or temporary medical condition in receiving accommodations and academic supports for equal access to educational opportunities at the University of Missouri – St. Louis.  
Registering with Disability Access Services
· New students must complete a DAS Accommodation Request Form. This can be completed online at   https://www.umsl.edu/hcdas/das/forms.html. 
· The student must arrange for documentation of disability to be provided to DAS verifying the identified disability/disabilities. 
· Documentation of Disability – documentation of disability is written certification that a disability exists and to what extent it affects an individual in critical life areas. Documentation of disability substantiates the need for accommodations in the classroom.

· Documentation of Disability must be from a licensed entity and include information regarding diagnosis.  The University of Missouri – St. Louis accepts the following documentation but will be willing to review other documentation for validity and acceptance:
· High School Individual Education Plans

· High School 504 Plans

· Signed letters on letterhead from a licensed physician/therapist/counselor

· Psychoeducational and Psychological Assessments
· Other medical documentation from a licensed entity/professional that indicates diagnostic information

· DAS reserves the right to refuse documentation that is hand delivered by an individual, is not signed, or is deemed questionable by the DAS employee.  Further documentation will be requested at that time to verify the disability.
· The student must complete the intake process with a DAS representative to discuss the student’s needs for the classroom, identify necessary supports, and review policies and procedures.
Once the aforementioned process takes place, then the student’s registration is considered complete and identified accommodations will be provided in the form of an official Accommodation Letter. Students will have electronic access to their letter during the duration of their academic stay with the University through an online portal. 
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
